Bolu ili, Mudurnu Ilgesi, Kaygana Mahallesi, 124 ada, 1 parselde yer alan Agaclarbasi Cami; mihrap ydniine
dogru dikdortgen planli, diiz ahsap tavanli, kirma catili tek minareli bir mahalle mescididir. Moloz kerpi¢ duvar
orgiistiniin dis yiizeyleri gimento-kum karigik sivalidir. Kadinlar mahfiline sonradan yapilan ilave eklenti igeriye
dogru genisleyerek caminin merkezine kadar uzanmaktadir. Mihrap beden duvarindan disa tagkin yapilmustir.
Dogu-bati cephelerde simetrik alth distlii, alttakiler buyuk dsttekiler kiigiik yuvarlak kemerli dérder adet pencere,
kuzey giiney cephelerde yine simetrik ve ayni formda ikiser adet pencere ile cami aydinlatilmaktadir. Mihrap
iistiinde bir adet fil gézii pencere yer almaktadir. Ahsap tavan diiz olup merkezde bir tavan gobegi geometrik desenli
ve boyalidir. Tiim tavan ¢italarla birbirine baglanarak simetrik bir diizende ve ¢italarin farkli yonde ¢akilmasiyla
hareketlendirilmistir. Cami minaresi ahsap olup, tek serefelidir. Serefe alt1 sagaklar1 ahsap oymali pervazlar ile
kademelendirilmistir. Minare sa¢ kaplama bir kiilah ve ti¢ bogumlu kaideli bir alemle sonlanmaktadir.

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The structure, located at Plot 1, Block 124, Kaygana Neighborhood, Mudurnu District, Bolu
[Province, Tlrkiye, is a neighborhood mosque with a rectangular plan oriented towards the mihrab,
featuring a hipped roof and a flat wooden ceiling. The exterior surfaces of the rubble adobe masonry
walls are plastered with a cement-sand mixture. The women’s gallery extends inward toward the
mosque’s center through a later addition. The mihrab projects outward from the main wall. The mosque
is illuminated through symmetrically arranged windows: on the east and west fagades, there are four
round-arched windows on each level, with the lower ones being larger than the upper ones; on the north
and south facades, there are two windows of the same form on each side. There is one oculus window
above the mihrab. The wooden ceiling is flat and features a central ceiling medallion decorated with
lgeometric patterns and painted details. The entire ceiling is connected with battens arranged
symmetrically, and the surface is visually animated by the battens being nailed in different directions.
The wooden minaret has a single serefe (balcony). The eaves beneath the serefe are tiered with carved

wooden moldings. The minaret is topped with a metal-clad conical cap and a finial composed of a base
with three rings.
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
