The structure is located at Plot 1, Block 208, Sheet 30-27-Ad, Tasmektep Street, Hizirfaki
Neighborhood, Mudurnu District, Bolu Province, Turkiye. It is a Transversely rectangular-plan
structure, featuring a hipped-roof built on a stone foundation with a timber frame and adobe infill. The
facade of the structure facing Ankara Street features 6 iron-barred rectangular formed windows. On the
north fagade, at ground level, there is a double-leaf wooden door. On both sides of the entrance, there
is one iron-barred window each, and above them, there appears a wooden-framed rectangular window
opening. The structure’s only renovated part it has only one serefe, which is the balcony of a minaret,
where the miezzin, who is the person who calls muslims to prayer, does the call, named ezan. The body
and the cone is covered with zinc. The structure tapers upwards. The low ceiling, with an incised carving
that covers the harem, has a geometrically decorated central medallion.
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
