The building located in Bolu Province, Mudurnu District, Hizirfaki Neighborhood, Degirmen|
Street, sheet 30-27-Ad, block 207, plot 16, consists of a ground floor and one upper floor. The
construction technique consists of a wooden frame with infill, built above a stone foundation. The
entrance is provided from Degirmeen Street through a double-leaf wooden garden door. A cantilevered]
projection was added to the middle section of the building on the second floor, while concrete extensions

ere made to the ground and first floors on the eastern (rear) fagade. On the second floor, above the
cantilevered projection, there are rectangular guillotine windows with a four-centered arch shape. The
main facade of the building faces west, and the ground floor has a double-leaf wooden door, whichj
provides access to the garden. Above the door on the first floor, a bay window supported by two wooden
brackets continues into the second floor. On the eastern facade, the first and second floors have
rectangular guillotine windows, some partially covered with wooden lattice screens. On the side facade
also there are also small service windows and rectangular guillotine windows. Only the ground floor and
[the eastern fagade are plastered.
The hipped roof is covered with traditional Turkish pantiles, and the undersides of the eaves are clad in
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
