Bolu Ili, Mudurnu llgesi, Biiyiikcami Mahallesi, 26-30-Zc 26-27-Db pafta, 168 ada, 1-2 parselde
yer almaktadir. Armutgular Konag1 olarak bilinen bina bodrum dahil 3 kathdir. Cihanniima kat1 da
mevcuttur. Bodrum kat tas temel ile diger katlar ahsap malzeme ile yapilmistir. Ayrica catida 4 ana
yonde cihanniima koskii bulunmaktadir. 1. kata distan kuzeyden karsilikli 2 merdivenle ¢ikilmakta, 2
ahsap siitunla desteklenen cift kanath kapidan 6n sofaya girilmektedir. Bu katta 5 oda, tuvalet ve
kii¢iik bir oda yer almaktadir. 1. kattan iki ayr1 merdivenle ¢ikilan 2. katta 4 oda, sofa ve tuvalet yer
almaktadir. Bu katta yer alan balkonlu odanin tavani ahsaptan genis geometrik motiflerle siislenmistir.
Geometrik motiflerden bazilarinin i¢inde boyali manzaralar yer almaktadir. Batidan bir merdivenle
cat1 katina ¢ikilmaktadir. Bu katta balkonlu 3 oda ile ortada bir sofa yer almaktadir. Odalar, salon ve
sofalarin tavanlar1 ahsap geometrik motiflerle siislenmis, ytikliik, raflar vs. ahsap kisimlarda is¢ilik
cok 1yidir. Binanin dis1 tamamen ahsap ile kaplanmis, balkonlar ise barok tarzinda ahsap islemelidir.
Yapimnin ve kosklerin ¢atis1 kirma olup, marsilya tipi Kiremitle értaltdar.

Halen konut olarak kullanilan bina 1920 — 1930 yillar1 arasinda Hiikiimet Konagi olarak
kullanilmistir.

The structure is located in Sheets 26-30-Zc and 26-27-Db, Block 168, Plots 1 and 2, in the
Buyukcami Neighborhood of Mudurnu District, Bolu Province. Known as the Armutcular Mansion,
the building is a three-story structure including a basement level, with an additional observation floor.
The basement was constructed with a stone foundation, while the upper floors were built with wooden
materials. The roof features four cihanniima pavilions, each oriented toward one of the four cardinal
directions. The first floor is accessed via two opposing staircases on the north exterior, leading to a
front hall entered through a double-leaf door supported by two wooden columns. This floor contains
five rooms, a toilet, and a smaller utility room. The second floor, accessible via two separate staircases,
consists of four rooms, a hall, and a toilet. One of the rooms on this level, which includes a balcony,
features a ceiling adorned with large wooden geometric motifs, some of which include painted
landscape scenes. The attic floor is reached by a staircase on the west side and includes three rooms
and a central hall. The ceilings of the rooms, the living room, and the hall are decorated with wooden
geometric patterns, showcasing exceptional craftsmanship. The built-in wooden elements, such as
shelves and cupboards, are particularly notable. The exterior of the building is entirely clad in wood,
while the balconies exhibit Barogue-style woodwork. The roofs of both the main structure and the
pavilions are hipped and covered with Marseille-type tiles.

Still in use as a residence today, the mansion also served as a government building between
1920 and 1930.
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
