The building located in Bolu Province, Mudurnu District, Hizirfak1 Neighborhood, Caykenar Street
sheet 26-27-Dc, block 208, plot 11, consists of a ground floor and one upper floor. The construction consists of a
wooden frame with infill, finished with plaster, built above a stone foundation. The building’s entrance is provided]
from Caykenar1 Street, through a double-leaf wooden door from the bridge side. The corners of the first floor are
|designed as cantilevered projections, and on this floor, rectangular guillotine windows are used. On the right side off
the facade, which is facing Caya, the corners are cantilevered projections, and the arrangement of the windows is the
same as the front facade. The rear facade is blind, except for a service window located on the second floor. Wooden]
beams are used between the floors, and wooden posts are placed at the corners. In the corners of the building,
decorative inscriptions and painted ornaments enclosed in cartouches are particularly notable. The plaster on the
building has partially fallen.

The hipped roof is covered with traditional Turkish pantiles, and the eaves are left uncovered.
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
