The building, located in Bolu Province, Mudurnu District, Buyikcami Neighborhood, sheet 26-
30.Zd-Zc, block 150, plot 16, consists of a ground floor and two upper floors. The construction technique consists
of a wooden frame with infill, covered with plaster. The building is entered from Kayacik Street through a
double-leaf wooden door. Above the entrance door, there is a transom window extending along the door. A
cantilevered projection supported by wooden beams is located above the entrance on the first floor and continues inj
the same form on the second floor. The eaves above the cantilevered projection are profiled to form a triangular,
pediment. On the first and second floors, there are guillotine-type rectangular windows. Wooden beams are located|
between the floors, and wooden posts are placed at the corners.

The hip roof with a wide entablature is covered with traditional Turkish pantiles.
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
