It was registered by the Ankara Cultural and Natural Heritage Conservation
REGISTRATION STATUS Board with decision no. 4219 dated 16.10.1995.

The building, located in Bolu Province, Mudurnu District, Seyrancik Neighborhood, Armutgular
Street, sheet 26-30-Zc, block 46, plot 4, consists of a ground floor, a mezzanine, and two upper floors.
Reconstructed in its current form, the building is accessed from Armutgular Street through a garden door. On the
ground floor, there is a double-leaf wooden door with a small window to its right and left. On the first floor, a bay
supported by two wooden brackets, which continues as a balcony on the second floor. On the front face of the bay,
there are three arched rectangular guillotine windows. The remaining windows on the facade are also rectangular
guillotine windows. On the second floor, two wooden posts extending from the balcony with a wooden railing
support a triangular pediment above, which is formed by the extension of the eaves. On the North fagade, facing
Armutcular Street, a chamfered cantilevered projection runs along the first floor, featuring rectangular
windows.

The building has a hipped roof and wide eaves.
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
