The building, located in Bolu Province, Mudurnu District, Musalla Neighborhood, Sakalar Street,
sheet 26-27-Eb 26-27-Dc, block 261, plot 2, consists of a basement, ground floor, and one upper floor. The
basement is constructed with a wooden frame and stone infill, and the ground floor with a wooden frame and|
mudbrick infill, and the first floor with a wooden frame with infill, covered with plaster. The entrance of the
building is provided from Sakalar Street with a double-leaf wooden door. On this level, there are two half-
sized rectangular guillotine windows and three small service windows. On the first floor, there are one small
and two large polygonal cantilever projections, all supported from below by wooden clad brackets. Above
each cantilever projection, there are half-sized guillotine windows. Between the floors, wooden beams have
been used; on the corners, wooden posts are present, and the wooden moldings are placed below the windows.

The hipped roof is covered with traditional Turkish pantiles, and the undersides of the eaves are clad in
wood.
