Balkon ahsap korkulukludur ve iistiindeki sundurma iki ahsap dikmeyle
desteklenmistir. On yiiziinde ve yan yiizlerinde ahsap kemerli siislemeler vardir. 1. ve 2. katta
dikdortgen formlu giyotin pencereler, zemin katta ise iki tane Ispanyol tipi pencere, iki tane kiiciik
dikdortgen servis penceresi bulunur. Cati arasinda balkon iistiinde bir dikdortgen, solda bir kare pencere
yer almaktadir.

The building, located in Bolu Province, Mudurnu District, Bliyukcami Neighborhood, Sivricealt:
Street, sheet 26-30-Zc, block 155, plot 5, consists of a ground floor and two upper floors. A room has been added
Jon the attic floor facing the stream. The main facade faces the Kanuni Sultan Stileyman Mosque and the Mudurnu
Stream. The construction technique consists of a wooden frame with infill, covered with plaster. On the first
floor, there is a bay window supported by two wooden scalloped brackets in the center, which continues as a
|balcony on the second floor. The balcony has wooden railings, and the lean-to roof above is supported by two
wooden posts. The front and side facades feature wooden arch-shaped decorations. On the first and second
floors, there are rectangular guillotines, while on the ground floor, there are two Spanish-style windows and
[two small rectangular service windows. On the attic floor, above the balcony, there is one rectangular and one
square window on the left. The eastern facade is accessed through a double-leaf wooden door with a small
service window on the ground floor. On the northern fagade, annexes have been added on both the ground and
first floor, while the other parts are blind.

The gable roof is covered with traditional Turkish pantiles, and the undersides of the eaves are clad in
