The structure located on Sheet 26-27-Db 26-30-Zc, Block 155, Plot 2,-3 in Bolu city, Mudurnu
district, Biiyiikcami Neighborhood, Taskoprii Street is a two-storey building with a ground floor. The
construction technique consists of plastered masonry infill within a wooden frame. The foundation is
revetted with stone. The front facade that faces the South features one double-leaf and one single-leaf
wooden door, along with rectangular windows. The first floor contains wide rectangular windows, while
[the corners of the second floor are constructed as cantilevered bays, where rectangular guillotine
windows are used. Timber tie beams are present between the floors, and wooden posts are used at the
[corners.

The middle floor, which has a low ceiling, serves as the seating area during winter. The house
|consists of four rooms, a spacious sitting hall, a kitchen, a toilet, and a bathroom located on the northern
side. Room doors, the built-in cupboard, the ornate ceiling, the floor, and the shelves are wooden. The
rooms feature basic fireplaces. The upper floor is reached by a double-run staircase leading from the
middle floor.

The hipped roof is covered with traditional Anatolian pantile.
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
