The structure located on Sheet 26-27-Db, Block 183, Plot 3-4, in Bolu City, Mudurnu District,
Buytkcam, Neighborhood, is a one-storey building with a ground floor. It also includes an upper-level
room, which is typical of traditional Ottoman architecture. The construction technique consists of
plastered masonry, supported by a wooden frame resting on a stone foundation. The building with its
entrance through a double-leaf wooden door from Ankara Street features Spanish-style windows on the
ground floor. On the first floor, in the left corner, a cantilevered projection supported by two wooden
segmented consoles has been constructed. On the second floor, rectangular windows are located on the
right side and right facade, while Spanish-style windows are present on the left side and left facade. The
eaves of the upper-level room situated on the roof covered with a saddle roof are decorated with
traditional Ottoman-style fine woodwork and triangular pediments. Rectangular-shaped guillotine
windows are present in the pavilion. On the front facade of the upper-level room, there is a rectangular
cartouche beneath the window. Timber tie beams are used between the floors, and wooden posts are
present at the corners. On the right side facade, the entire structure is plastered except for the ground
floor wall.

The building has a hipped roof covered with traditional Turkish-style pantile, and its eaves are
wood-clad. ~
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
