Bolu ili, Mudurnu Ilgesi, Kaygana Mahallesi, 26-30-Od pafta, 123 ada, 4-5 parselde
bulunmaktadir. Ahsap, karkas malzemeli, tasiyici sistemi bagdadidir. Zemin + 2 kath yapiya 2 kanatl
ahsap bir kapi ile girilmektedir. Saginda Ispanyol tipi demir parmaklikli bir pencere bulunur. Birinci
katta binada boylu boyunca ¢ikma yapilmistir. Sagda yer alan ve 1 kattan ibaret olan kisimlarin sonradan
eklendigi diistiniilmektedir. Binanin orijinali oldugu sanilan boliimde 1. ve 2. katlarda ve 2. katin yan
yiizlerinde giyotin tarzda dikdortgen pencereler bulunmaktadir. 2. kata binay1 ortalayacak sekilde bir
balkon ¢ikmasi yapilmistir. Bu ¢ikmanin iistiinde ¢at1 iiggen alinlik seklinde profillendirilerek iki ahsap
dikme ile desteklenmistir. Ikinci katta sag yan cephede sag tarafta binada zeminden gelen ¢ikmanin 6n
yiiziinde 2, yan yiizlerinde 1’er dikdértgen pencere bulunur.

The building, located in Bolu Province, Mudurnu District, Kaygana Neighborhood, sheet 26-30-
Od, block 123, plots 4-5. It is a wooden frame structure with a Bagdadi-type load-bearing system, which is aj
traditional lath and plaster construction technique. The building consists of a ground floor and two upper
floors and is entered through a double-wing wooden door. To the right of the entrance, there is a Spanish-
style window with an iron bar. On the first floor, there is a lengthwise cantilevered projection for the
[building. The parts located on the right side consist of a single floor and are thought to be later additions.
In the part considered to be the original structure, there are rectangular guillotine windows on both the
first and second floors, as well as on the side facade. On the second floor, a centrally positioned
cantilevered balcony has been constructed. Above this corbel, the roof has a triangular pediment-like
design, which is supported by two wooden posts. On the right-side facade of the second floor, on the front|
of the building, extending from the ground floor, there are two rectangular windows on the front and one
on each side.

The roof is hipped and covered with traditional Turkish pantiles.
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
