The structure located on Sheet 26-27-Zc, Block 167, Plot 7, in Bolu city, Mudurnu district,
Buyukcami Neighborhood, is a two-storey building with a ground floor. The construction technique
consists of plastered masonry infill between a wooden frame. The front facade features two wooden doors:
one double-leaf and one single-leaf. An overhanging bay window is positioned at the center of the second]
floor. The left facade is a blind wall. The right facade, constructed as a cantilevered projection from the
middle floor upward, includes service windows. Timber tie beams are present between the floors, and
wooden posts are used at the corners.

The ground floor includes two small rooms with a covered courtyard and a storehouse. The first
floor has four rooms: a centrally located sitting hall, a bathroom, a kitchen, and a toilet. The wooden]
|ceiling features simple ornamentation, while the doors are decorated with broken-line band ornament.
The second floor, accessible via two staircases, features a sitting hall with an overhanging bay window
facing north; three rooms, and a kitchen. The doors are adorned with elliptical band engraving, while the
[built-in cupboard’s lids, the ceiling, and the shelves display simple engravings. Every room consists of a
fireplace.

The hipped roof is covered with traditional Anatolian pantiles.
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
