The structure located on Sheet 26-30-Zb, Block 24, Plot 1, in Bolu city, Mudurnu district,
Seyrancik Neighborhood, is a two-storey building with a ground floor. The construction technique
|consists of load-bearing masonry. The fagcade overlooking Bolu Street features a single-leaf segmental
arched door on the right side of the ground floor and rectangular, segmental arched windows with
fanlight-style wrought iron grilles on both sides.

To the left, there are two separate areas, used as shops with display windows. To the right on the first
floor, there are two segmental arched, stone-framed rectangular windows. On the second floor, in the
Imiddle, there is a balcony constructed as a cantilevered projection supported by three profiled brackets.
Two columns with base and capital support the triangular pediment above. Two stone-framed rectangular
windows are placed in the section between the columns. Stone moldings are featured between the floors.
The hipped roof is clad with pantiles, and the eaves soffit is wood-clad.
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
