The building, located in Bolu Province, Mudurnu District, Kaygana Neighborhood, sheet 26-30-
|Od, Block 131, Plot 8. The wooden building, which consists of a ground floor and two upper floors, is
accessed through a renovated single-wing wooden door on the southwest facade. The construction
[technique is a wooden frame with infill. The plan type is a double-loaded corridor plan. On the ground
floor, there is a Spanish-style window on each side of the door and one on the left side fagade. A
|cantilevered projection above the door on the first floor continues to the second floor as well.
On the first and second floors, there are rectangular guillotine windows. Horizontal wooden beams are
found between the floors, and wooden corner trims are present. An annex has been added to the right
side of the building, which is blind.

There is a main hall and three rooms opening to the hall, and a service area. Inside the rooms,
there is a hooded fireplace, which is a traditional Turkish fireplace with a stone/brick hood, and two
built-in wooden wardrobes on each side. There is a wooden divan in the main hall. The roof is a hipped
type and covered with traditional Turkish pantiles.
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
