The building, located in Bolu Province, Mudurnu District, Seyrancik Neighborhood, sheet 26-30-
Za, block 57, plot 3. The building consists of a ground floor and two upper floors, and features a wooden frame,
with infill construction, finished with plaster. The building is accessed from the north street side, and this facade
faces the Mudurnu Stream. The ground floor, which is built on a stone foundation, is entered through a centrally
[located double-leaf wooden door. On the first floor, above the entrance door, a triangular pedimented corbell
supported by two wooden posts continues to the second floor. On the first and second floors, there are
guillotine-style rectangular windows. Above the corbel, there is a segmental-arched window, and on both sides,
there are semi-circular arched windows. On the right side facade, there is a service door on the ground floor.
The rear facade, which faces Kopriibast Street, is blind, except for a door to the annex added only at the
first-floor level according to the street grade.

The roof is hipped and covered with traditional Turkish pantiles.
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
