The building, located in Bolu Province, Mudurnu District, Hizirfak1 Neighborhood, Degirmen
Street, sheet 30-27-Ad, block 207, plot 12, consists of a ground floor and two upper floors. The
construction technique consists of a wooden frame with infill, finished with plaster, built above a stone
foundation. The southern corner of the ground floor is chamfered, and the entrance to the building is
through a double-leaf wooden door at this corner. The eastern fagade of the ground floor is blind, while
the southern fagade features a door and two small service windows. On the second floor, the southeast
corner is designed as a cantilevered projection with wooden cladding underneath. Except for the ground
floor, the building has rectangular-shaped guillotine windows. Between the floors, wooden moldings are
|used, and at the corners, there are wooden posts.
The hipped roof is covered with traditional Turkish pantiles, and the eaves are left uncovered.
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
