Yapiya giris merdivenlerle ¢ikilan 2 kapidan saglanmaktadir. On cephede 1. ve 2. kat boyunca yiikselen
cikma, profilli ahsap konsollarla desteklenmistir. Giris cephesi lizerinde yapmm sag tarafinda
havalandirma pencereleri, sol tarafinda giyotin tarz1 dikddrtgen pencereler, ¢ikma iizerinde ise Ispanyol
tipi pencere bulunmaktadir. Sag ve sol cepheler sagir birakilmistir. Arka cephede de giris cephesinde
oldugu gibi 1. ve 2. kat (izerinde, ortada ahsap konsollarla desteklenen ¢ikma yer almistir. Zemin kat ve

The two-fold building with a ground floor, located in Bolu Province, Mudurnu District, Kaygana
Neighborhood, sheet 26-30-Za, Block 126, Plot 3, is situated in a garden. The construction technique consists
of a wooden frame with infill, covered with plaster. Access to the building is provided through two doors reached|
by a set of stairs. On the front facade, a cantilevered projection extending across the first and second floors is
supported by a wooden bracket (timber column). On the entrance fagcade, there are ventilation windows on thej
[right side, guillotine-style rectangular windows on the left side, and a Spanish-style window on the corbell
above. The right and left facades are blind. On the rear facade, like the front, there is a central corbel on the
first and second floor supported by a wooden bracket (timber column). On the ground floor and first floor, there|
are Spanish-style windows, while on the second floor, there are rectangular guillotine-style windows with
wooden ornamentation below the windowsill.

The roof is hipped and covered with traditional Turkish pantiles.
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
