The building, located in Bolu Province, Mudurnu District, Seyrancik Neighborhood, sheet 26-30-Zd,
[block 51, plot 1, consists of a ground floor and two upper floors. The construction technique consists of a wooden
frame with infill, covered with plaster. The plan type is an interior hall. On the fagade facing Kurtlar Street,
there are two single-leaf doors. On the first floor, there are two rectangular windows on the left and one on the
right. On the second floor, a cantilevered projection supported by three wooden brackets extends across the
entire street-facing facade and continues halfway along the facade facing the mosque. On this floor, there are
five rectangular windows. An annex has been added to the ground floor on the left side facade facing the
stream. The ceiling of the house features ¢itakari, a traditional Turkish decoration made with narrow wooden
slats, zigzags, and geometric patterns. Wooden beams and mouldings are located between floors, and wooden
|posts are placed at the corners.

The hipped roof is supported by wooden brackets and is covered with traditional Turkish pantiles; the
Jundersides of the eaves are clad in wood.
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
